MAY 6,2018 ¥ SIXTH SUNDAY OF EASTER



6th Sunday of Easter: Love and Mercy

This Sunday’s second reading and the Gospel read-
ing speak about the command to Love. If you notice
the reading from 1 John reminds us that God has first
loved us. He has showered His Mercy on us. He has
chosen us to be the recipients of his love. In the Gos-
pel reading we hear that we are to love one another
as Jesus loves us, with a selfless love, a love willing
to give His Life for us. We are called to sacrificial
love.

Those of you who are married know that sacrificial
love is the only love that keeps a marriage to-
gether. It is the way that a marriage grows. You
know that you will always care for your spouse and
that your spouse will always care for you. You know
that you have something in your marriage that can
better be described than defined. Maybe it is better
to say that you have Someone, not something. You
have the sacrificial love of the Lord. You have Some-
one. You have the Lord.

But there are some people who profess a deep love
for their spouse and who even shower him or her with
expensive gifts, but whose marriage is built on a foun-

dation of selfishness. These are the people who are

concerned with what they are getting out of the mar-

riage. Their marriage will crumble when they realize
that it takes more sacrifice than they are willing to

make. The most horrific example | have come upon
was a young husband who deserted his wife when

she entered into the last stages of cancer. She

pleaded for him to come and see her in the hospi-

tal. She even had a priest call him and ask him to go
with him to the hospital. He responded that he had
moved on. The marriage from his side was built on

selfishness.

Most of the priests that | have met take their ministry
extremely seriously. They know that they have to
deal with stress, from the routine stress such as pre-
paring homilies and dealing with all sorts of different
personalities, to the extraordinary stress such as pre-
siding over the funeral of a child. Most of the priests
that | have met embrace their stress as their way of

giving themselves to God through their people.

However | have come upon a few priests who treat
their ministry as a job with set hours. They act as
though they are only priests during office hours and
are not available when their people need them the
most. | have also come upon priests who seem to
be more concerned with others knowing that they are
priests than they are with serving others. There is a
definite selfishness in the ways that they are viewing
their vocations. Certainly, they are not loving their
people as God called them to love.

Most parents put the greatest amount of their energy
into leading their children to become good and decent
Catholic men and women. They are raising children
for the Lord. This takes sacrifice after sacrifice. I've
seen some of our parents come to Church in the
morning a bit worse for the wear after a few battles
with their kids in the early hours. | had one mother
ask me to do a better job in blessing her children this
week because last week’s blessing didn’t stick.

| have also come upon a few parents who have
decided that the work of bringing up a child takes too
much effort. As their children get older and really
need their parents the most, these parents are absent
emotionally, psychologically or even physically.

None of us here are as extremely selfish as the ex-
amples | presented, but there are times that each of
us is more concerned with ourselves than we are with
those we are called upon to love. There are also
those times that we haven'’t loved like Jesus
loves. And then the married here might reflect,
“Perhaps our marriage would be stronger if | wasn’t
selfish so often.” Or | might reflect, “Perhaps | could
have brought many more people to God if | wasn’t so
concerned about myself.” And perhaps all of us
might reflect, “Perhaps there would be so many more
children growing into warriors for the Kingdom of God
if we were all more determined to guide them through
adolescence and the Teen years.” We reflect on our
own selfishness and then we realize how very much
we need the Mercy of God.

And the Mercy of God is always available for us.
God does not give up on us even when we have not
loved as He has called us to love. Pope Francis often
says, “God does not tire from extending his mercy to
us; we are the ones who get tired of asking for His
mercy.”

We come before God’s mercy today and we ask him
to forgive us for our selfishness and help us start
anew. We can’t give up. We won’t give up. The
Mercy of God wipes out our past selfishness and

leads us to respond to the Lord’s command to love
others as He has loved us.

EASTER DUTY

- EASTER DUTY - After they have
| | been initiated into the Most Holy
Euchatrist, all the faithful are bound
by the obligation of receiving Holy
Communion at least once a year.

This precept must be fulfilled

during the Easter season, unless
for a good reason it is fulfilled at another time by
special indult, in the United States, the time period for
fulfilling this precept has been extended to include the
period beginning the First Sunday of Lent to Trinity
Sunday.

There is a humorous story told about a family that
was coming out of Mass. The man says to his wife,
“That wasn’t much of sermon that Father gave.” The
wife then adds, “Yea, and the choir sang off key.”
Meanwhile, their small son has been listening to his
parents conversation. Finally, he speaks up, “It
seemed all right to me,” he says, “especially consider-
ing that it only cost us a dollar!”

That of course is one approach to Sunday giving. To-
day | want to talk to you about a very different ap-
proach. It is called Stewardship In the context of the
reading from the prophet Malachi we can see the main
focus. He asks a simple, but very profound question:
Have we not all the one father? It's an active plea for
parishioners to tithe.

The idea of tithing can seem a little scary. What will
happen to me, what will happen to my family, if | set
aside the first ten percent for God? But, really, the
only thing to do is to take God at his word and get
started. I'd like to give an example which might sur-
prise you: the American businessman John D. Rocke-
feller. You could probably find things to criticize about
him, but one thing that he did all of his life was tithe.
He came from a fairly modest family and he tells
about getting his first wage: $1.50 a week. He took
the money home to his mother who placed it in her
lap, explaining that she would be happy if he gave a
tenth of it to the Lord. He did and from that day,
Rockefeller tithed every dollar he earned. He said, “If |
had not tithed the first dollar | made, | would not have
tithed the first million.” The important thing about
tithing is to get started, to take the leap of faith. Many
have even discovered that once they gave back ten
percent, it seemed natural to actually increase the
proportion of giving.

Now, | am not saying, “tithe and you will become a
millionaire.” That may or may not happen. What | ask
is that you join me in recognizing the great blessings
you and | have already received. Think about it. You
have been given gifts of energy, abilities, opportuni-

ties, and, above all, the gift of time itself. Consider

first how you can return some of your time and talents
to God. Most afternoons | see dads and moms out on
our soccer field, coaching children. What a beautiful
gift of time and talent! In our Church we have a list of
the various needs we have here in our parish: wor-
ship, faith formation, service, parish life and facilities.
Each area is vital. Take a look at the list and consider
where you might help. We especially need people
who can help us organize different ministries. Take
time for God! Tithe to the Church, join ministries,
spread his word.
